INTRODUCTION

University Hospitals Rainbow Babies & Children’s Hospital is soliciting ideas from the UH community as part of the UH Rainbow Babies & Children’s Hospital Pediatric Innovation Day.  This program is also being sponsored by the Center for Clinical Research and Technology with support from Institute for Pediatric Innovation (IPI), of which UH Rainbow Babies & Children’s Hospital is a founding member (www.pediatricinnovation.org).  UH Rainbow Babies & Children’s Hospital and IPI are working to foster innovation and improve pediatric care by stimulating the development, redesign, or reformulation of needed medical devices and drugs designed specifically for pediatric patients. The goals of this program are to develop new models in which to promote innovation and commercialize our ideas to improve pediatric medical care.  Individual medical staff members or groups are invited to submit brief proposals about a new pediatric care device, drug or other idea to the UH Case Medical Center’s Center for Clinical Research and Technology, Office of Technology Management.  Improvements or changes to existing medical products are also encouraged.  

The key objectives of the UH Rainbow Babies & Children’s Hospital Pediatric Innovation Day and this Innovation Program are:

· To provide a forum for clinicians, nurses, and other health care professionals to identify and begin development of ideas for new or improved pediatric devices or drugs; 

· To develop effective innovation strategies for addressing identified needs;

· To further develop the new ideas generated; and

· To support the development of four selected innovative ideas with awarded mini grants to move them to the next stage of evaluation and commercial development.  

APPLICATION AND SUBMISSION INFORMATION
Idea Submission Guidelines:

Idea proposals should include the following sections:

1. Title 

2. Description of the idea 

3. Description of the unmet clinical need the device/drug/idea will fulfill;

4. Impact: This section should discuss the potential utilization of the device and the impact it will have on the quality of patient care. 

Award:

Four $5,000 grants will be awarded.  The grant monies are to cover project expenses related to evaluating and developing the individual product idea, such as creating an initial prototype, developing technical drawings or models, conducting market research, pursuing intellectual property protection or evaluating a small animal study or designing a clinical trial.  The Center for Clinical Research and Technology will consult with the awardees on the best use of the funds to further commercialize the concept.

In addition, IPI and University Hospitals will publicize the award through the Corporate Marketing and Communications department and IPI media to bring recognition to the innovators, and increase awareness of the IPI program for developing product solutions to unmet needs in pediatric care.

Each Recipient will also be asked to make a brief (5-10 minute) presentation on their concept at Pediatric Innovation Day on November 10, 2011.

In selecting proposals to fund, UH will also commit to determining whether filing a patent is appropriate, and will provide engineering and marketing support to produce a full Product Opportunity Analysis if appropriate. 

Review Guidelines:

Proposals will be reviewed by a board made up of clinical and commercialization staff of University Hospitals, IPI, and industry leaders.  Projects will be evaluated and ranked relative to other projects on a number of attributes, including:  

· Impact on patient care  

· Ease of use  

· Safety 

· Development feasibility
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
