Introduction:

The IRB Executive Committee was established to provide a forum for the discussion and review of policy and operational issues related to the IRB.

Policy:

The IRB Executive Committee of the IRB serves as forum for the discussion and review of IRB policies and procedures, and major operational issues relating to the functioning of the IRB.

A) Membership

The IRB Executive Committee, appointed by the Chairman of the IRB, consists of the following members:

B) Meetings and Voting

The IRB Executive Committee meets bi-monthly.  The agenda and meeting materials will be distributed several days prior to the meeting.  A member of the administrative staff of the Office of Institutional Review will provide staff support and coordination for the activities of the committee.

Although the IRB Chair can request a formal vote from the IRB Executive Committee, most issues are resolved by consensus.

C) Subcommittees and ad hoc Committees

Subcommittees and ad hoc committees of the IRB Executive Committee may be formed as needed.  The IRB Chair will appoint such committees.

D) Education Coordinating Committee 

The Education Coordinating Committee is appointed by the IRB Chair and reports to the IRB Executive Committee.  The purposes of the Education Coordinating Committee are:
· To develop and coordinate educational programs and resources relating to research with human subjects for investigators, study coordinators, IRB staff, and IRB members at UHCMC and affiliated institutions and groups.  The Education Coordinating Committee will work to develop educational programs and resources to complement the education programs of Office of Sponsored Projects Administration at Case.

· To provide focused educational programs addressed to specific needs of UHCMC groups and affiliated institutions.

· To promote awareness of education offerings and resources to constituent groups.
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
