Sometimes a
traditional, open surgery is called
for. In this case, a larger incision is
made directly over the area being
operated on to allow direct access.
For a patient, a minimally invasive
procedure usually means smaller
incisions and less pain.

Depending on the surgery, you
can recover from a laparoscopic
procedure within a few days to
one or two weeks. With traditional
surgery, complete return to func-
tion can take weeks or months.
